St. John Cemetery

Did you know that St. John-Holy Angels Parish has its own
cemetery? If you didn’t, you are not alone. Possibly because
we don’t often speak of it, and because of its geographical
separation from the main parish campus, many parishioners
are not aware it exists. Not only do we have one, but it has
been a part of our parish since 1885. In 1885, Justin J. Pié, a
parishioner and owner of the Deer Park Estate, donated an
acre of land for a parish cemetery, located at 401 Elkton Road
at the corner of Elkton Road and West Park Place. The
cemetery was officially opened in 1892 and is still in use today.
There are over 200 interments dating from 1892 and as recent
as this year. If you drive by the corner of West Park and Elkton
Road, you will notice a Historical Marker adjacent to the
Cemetery Gate, identifying the grave of Major League Baseball
